Hang onto your hat, because the Education Building
revolution has come to Cobram Primary!

As you may have seen on WIN TV on Tuesday night, we will
be getting a $2,500,000 learning centre. But, wait there’s
more! | mentioned some months ago that several building
projects were underway as far as planning and negotiating was
concerned — and I couldn’t be happier to say that all three have
come through!

Number 1. The new Learning Centre will replace the
current portable arrangement that is the Grade 5 and 6
corridor.

What will the building actually have in it?

e 6 Classrooms, all with interactive whiteboards, the
latest ICT configurations, capacity for video
conferencing and the usual audio visual and
computer equipment.

e A Community Enquiry/Resource Centre, which will
service a s a resource or Library area for the senior
school.

e The Learning Centre will have a designated toilet
area for the seniors, which will significantly lessen
the demand on the current system.

e There are a number of “withdrawal areas” for quiet
reading, small group work, data displays and more.

e The style and scope of the Learning Centre is fresh,
open and far more conducive to the learning styles of
children moving into 21* century learning.

e  Classrooms will be an exciting place for children to
be!

If you would like to come and talk to me about the building
and have a “walk through the virtual tour” then you are very
welcome, just make an appointment.

What is it costing and who pays?
e  The project will cost $2,500,000 and is part of the
Federal Government’s Economic Stimulus Package.
e  The building comes complete with brand new
furniture, the latest and greatest heating and cooling
and is environmentally friendly.

Number 2. National Schools Pride Project $150,000
This too is a federal initiative and is designed to address some
of the “smaller” infra-structure concerns in our school.

What do we plan to do with this money?

e The area over the canteen will be roofed, so that
children can move along the entire way to the
canteen undercover from rain or hot sun!

e The area immediately in front of the canteen will be
landscaped, seating constructed and a drainage
problem dealt with.

e Inthe junior wing the assembly area that is now not
covered, will be covered to again provide shelter
come rain, hail or shine!

e The 3/4 wing will also have a current roof line
altered to create an area that is lighter and much more
attractive for children to use as an eating and then
play area.

Number 3. Better Schools Start Project: $500,000
What’s happening with this money — It is certainly substantial!
Where is that money coming from?

This money is from the State Package, seeing the Victorian
Department of Early Childhood Development support
Education Initiatives.

e  The junior wing will have all of the rooms on the
south side extended, by 3.5 metres in depth and
almost 20m in width

e Teacher work areas will be located “away” from the

classroom

Re configuring three entrance points

Improved storage capacity

Heating and cooling improvements

Sinks and wet areas developed for integrated work

So with $3,150,000 being spent on our school, to upgrade
facilities and to ensure the very best possible facilities for our
children, all happening within the next 12 months, you just
better hang onto that hat!
