In this instance a group of
senior students represented us at the Cobram Trots. | was
fortunate to accompany the group, capably lead by Jenny and
Frank Keenan, as they played guitar, sang and danced to
entertain the gathering crowd. It was a proud moment when
the group was asked to sing to open presentations after the
first race. Once again students showcased the attitude, talent
and behaviour we expect of all students at Cobram Primary.

Students in grades 3 and 5 have completed four sessions of
NAPLAN this week. This is a National Testing Program and
is one of three main forms of assessment which we conduct in
our school. It is a snapshot of how the children are performing
on the day. We won’t have any feedback on their progress
until Term 4.

I am sure all members of the school community can quote the
school values. Over the past two weeks the “Connectedness
Group” has held a poster competition in which the students
had to produce a poster focusing on our values — Courage,
Integrity, Learning and Acceptance. Tomorrow Kerrie Murrell
and the Student Voice group will have the difficult task of
choosing the winning entry. Kerrie will then work with a
group of students to transform the poster into a mural.

With autumn comes an increase in Head-lice. Next Friday,
22" May, I plan to do head checks. There is no doubt we
minimise the problem when we make regular checks. The
biggest difficulty is having enough volunteers. | am most
grateful to those who help out each month but | am anxious to
welcome new faces to our group. Please ring the school if you
are able to assist. This is usually done on the last Friday of the
month from 1:50 to 3:10. This month it will be a week earlier.

It is always a pleasure to see parents and relatives able to
attend Monday Assembly. If you get the chance, come and
join us as the children certainly love to see their families visit
the school and be involved in our programs. During Education

Week we will have an open session. | would love to see large
numbers of families represented. We are always happy to
‘show-off” the wonderful standards our students achieve.

Whooping cough - Yesterday, the school received a phone
call from the Health Department about some confirmed
cases of whooping cough in the area. If a case is confirmed
in the school, all students who have not provided school
entry proof of completed immunisation will be excluded
from the school for 14 days. An information sheet is
attached to today’s newsletter.
