As I moved in and out of classrooms this week
| was often left breathless as | listened to our
young people explain their thinking. Be it in
mathematics, literacy, science, art, performing
arts or any other learning session, good
questioning by teachers will result in students
building strong thinking skills. We want
students to move beyond knowing and
understanding, to being able to use the
information in new and creative ways. Listen to
your children as they explain their vehicle,
their experiment to show what food looks like
as it is being digested or their model of the
Murray-Darling Basin and challenge your child
to explain what they used and why. | challenge
you not to go “‘WOW!” at the creative
explanations.

During the past week we welcomed the
kindergarten children from Eileen Taylor and
Neighbourhood Kinders. The teachers from
both enjoyed meeting up with past pupils as we
visited various classrooms. When we have
these visits it brings home the amazing growth,
both in height and learning, that our preps have
made in a few short months.

I was fortunate to join two grade 6 groups in
their visit to the Secondary College. Such visits
are to familiarise the students and to give them
a taste of what is to come. My group did a
short art and science activity and Marika’s did
drama and a game in the food technology
room.

All students participated in The World of
Maths activities in the multi-purpose room.
These were hands-on activities The challenge
being to approach the task from a different
angle. Staff commented on the great
discussion taking place. Students have to bring
strong humber knowledge and an
understanding of space to be able to solve the
challenges.

The fabulous Good Start Breakfast continues to
be very popular. Only this week | spoke to two
prep students who said they didn’t have
breakfast because they didn’t want to eat that
early. Hard and all as it is, there is real

value in at least one adult sitting with the child
to eat before school. It takes up to three weeks
to create a habit. This will be three weeks well
spent as it may, we hope, develop a lifelong
habit.

Congratulations must be extended to our grade
5/ 6 girls soccer team and their Coach, Jenny
Grant. This team defeated St. Patrick’s in
Wangaratta, 4 to nil, to reach the State Finals.
They will travel to Melbourne on 14™
September and we wish them well.

Yet another extra-curricula activity has been
offered to our grade 5 and 6 students in the
form of Tournament of Minds. Over the past
six weeks four teams of seven students have
solved problems in Maths Engineering, Social
Science and Language Literature. These
students must be team players, able to work
independently and each team needs to include a
variety of intelligences and personality types —
such as creator, organiser, problem solver,
thinker etc. We sincerely thank Jenny Tom and
Rowan Creighton as volunteer parent
facilitators & also Su Cox and Julie Walsh. All
have given up so many lunch times as they help
prepare the students. Our thanks also goes to
Jayne Corso who will be a judge on the day. |
look forward to seeing the end product on
Saturday. | wish all a rewarding experience.
