Welcome all to the Children’s Week Edition.

On Tuesday night about 70 staff from the Cluster
schools of Strathmerton, Cobram Special, Cobram
Secondary and Cobram Primary met at Barooga
with the task of defining our values, and discussing
& sharing behaviour management techniques used
in schools. In Children’s Week it is a positive for
education in our area that all levels of schooling
came together to share best practice. It is not easy

Their mates shared comments
about their efforts. For me there can be no better
start to any day than young people, so proud of their
efforts, they want to share this with me.

Many families become anxious about the homework
grid. If you have concerns talk to us as the idea is to
allow you to do ‘normal’ family activities. Homework
is given to reinforce knowledge or skills learned
during the week and to establish good habits.

| was impressed with the lovely supportive
atmosphere at assembly on Monday when Trudie
presented bikes to two students who were deemed
to have given their best effort in all aspects of their
school life. All students immediately applauded both
Jonathan Hibberson and Alanna Van Polgeest who
had no idea the presentation was to take place.

Talking of children, Edna O’Kane has popped her
head into tell me about two Prep children, for whom
English is a second language, who used letter tiles
to make the names of eight animals sight unseen.
The students have made such progress in class and
ESL sessions that they are doing what some grade
1 children still struggle to achieve. This is another
example of the rewards of my job — experiencing
student achievements and having staff wanting to
celebrate such.

As we look ahead we have a busy calendar of extra-
curricula activities. The grade 6 revue is in full
swing. Students are excited and staff are a little
nervous, but in Jenny’s competent hands and with
the support of classroom teachers, the night of
November 12t will be something very special.

Preps are in the throes of organising their special
trip to Linley Park. Staff are soon to begin report
writing and, whilst this is a demanding time, they do
get to celebrate the amazing progress students
make over a school year.

Again this year Trudie and | are aware of the
unsettled nature of students after a majority
attended the show. The talk and writing that
resulted from their day at the show has been
fantastic but we believe the consumption of large
amounts of sweet treats and drinks results in
unsettled behaviour.

Two weeks ago 5R collected data on what students
had for snack. 115 children had chips, 101 had
sweets. The number dropped to 64 for bars and
biscuits. There is no doubt a majority of children
have fruit at 10 o’clock and that has positive results
in the classroom.

Victorian Student Number

Introduction of the Victorian Student Number
Our school is working with the Department of Education and
Early Childhood Development to allocate a Victorian Student
Number (VSN) to each student at the school.

The VSN is a student identification number that is being
assigned to all students in government and non-government
schools, and students in Vocational Education and Training

Institutions. The number, which is unique to each student, will

be used as a key identifier on a student’s school records, and

will remain with the student throughout his or her education,
until reaching the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long,
randomly assigned, and tied to stable information about the
student (name, gender, date of birth).

The introduction of the Victorian Student Number will provide
the capability to accurately detect patterns of student
movement through, and departure from, the Victorian

education and training system. It will greatly improve the

collection and analysis of timely and accurate data about
education in Victoria. The Department collects information to
track improvements made to the education system, identify
areas that require further improvement, and to analyse trends
and identify future needs. The VSN will improve the accuracy,
reliability and completeness of this information, providing a
better basis for assessing needs and developing policies to
meet them.
You will see the VSN appear on student report cards,
enrolment confirmations, and exit confirmations.

New Road Safety Rules: Scooters,
skateboards and roller blades T
effective 9 November 2009

Scooters, skateboards and roller blades
Scooters, skateboards and roller blades are called
Wheeled Recreational Devices in the road rules.
A scooter has two or more wheels and a footboard supported by the wheels.
It is steered by handlebars, designed to be used by one person and
propelled by any one or more of the following: gravity, the user pushing one
foot against the ground, an electric motor or motors (with the maximum
power output of 200 watts).
Wheeled Recreational Devices can travel on footpaths and on roads where
the speed limit is 50km per hour or less.

The road safety es

Wheeled Recreational Devices can't be towed, or slipstreamed and must not
be used on the road at night (except crossing at the shortest route, for
example at an intersection).

Scooter riders are required to wear an approved bicycle helmet.

What yolhave to do

When riding your scooter, skateboard or roller blades, DO NOT hold onto
other vehicles to be towed, or sit so close behind them that you are carried
along in their slipstream.
