
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Good afternoon on a very 

pleasant Thursday, as compared 

to the heat we all struggled with 

at the end of last week! 

 

Whilst we are talking about heat, I had several 

enquires about our policy and schools closing 

etc in extreme heat conditions! Just to be really 

clear and to avoid any misunderstandings: 

 The school will never be closed without at 

least a full days  notice to families 

 There is absolutely NO direction about

C and closing schools  

 Once a school day begins it will be a full 

day program regardless of temperature 

 All rooms are air conditioned and so they 

are quite pleasant on those very hot days 

 Children may be called back into class in 

extreme heat, as we do if it was beginning 

to rain, or in the event of lightening etc 

 IF the DEECD conclude that the weather 

conditions are such that a CODE RED – 

potential catastrophe situation was going 

to occur, then the DEECD would make the 

decision to close schools in the interest of 

safety for all communities - Black 

Saturday was a clear example of this type 

of weather condition. 

 In the “perfect” world this notice would be 

given 3 days in advance. 

 At worst this notice will be given at the 

latest at 12 noon the day before. 

When a school is closed by the DEECD the 

following will happen: 

 Each child will be given a letter to inform 

families 

 If a child is absent, their family will be 

contacted by phone (Thus it is vital that the 

school has accurate information – please 

check this) 

 The school site is closed and no one will 

be permitted access under any 

circumstances. Signs will be placed across 

drive ways to ensure this. 

 Once a school has been nominated for 

closure and the community informed, this 

decision will NOT change. 

 

 

 

I am very happy to discuss this situation with 

you at any time – just make an appointment. 

 

I would also like to bring to your attention the 

changed road laws regarding the wearing of  

helmets by children. As for bikes, all children 

must wear a helmet when riding a scooter or 

swivel stick or skate board etc.  Basically 

anything that has wheels! Research has clearly 

shown, the number of serious head injuries 

have dropped significantly since the 

introduction of helmets for bikes riders, and 

hopefully this will do the same. 

 

So there is a “mouthful” of rules and 

regulations for you! Happy to chat about any! 

 

On a far more pleasant note, I had a sneak 

preview of our school magazine for 2009 last 

night and I must say it looks fantastic! Kerri 

Smith has put hours into its production and I 

am certain that all families in the school will be 

thrilled with the result. The draft copy will now 

be sent to production and the package should 

arrive in the second week of December. I 

would encourage all families to buy a copy. 

You can pre-order at the office and pay your 

$15 at any time, to ensure that you don’t miss 

out!

Bushfire Response Actions 
 The safety of students and staff is the priority of DEECD. 

 In the event of a threatening bushfire, the school will enact its emergency management plan.  For this 

reason it is critical that we have your current contact details. 
 On a declared Code Red day, any decision to close a school will be confirmed no later than 12 noon the 

day before planned closure.  Where possible DEECD will provide up to 3 days notice of planned closure. 

 When a school is closed no-one will be in attendance at the school.  Buses will not operate.  Signs will be 

displayed “School Closed, No entry permitted”. 

 If a bus route travels through an area deemed to be of high risk, the entire bus route will be cancelled. 

 When a school is declared as closed even if the weather changes the school will remain closed to prevent 

confusion. 
 A SMS message will be sent to all listed mobile telephone numbers to inform parents and staff of the 

closure and a notice will be provided to all students.
