There were 98 children and 2 

teachers so that’s 49 in each class. I know that I 

would struggle. 

 There is also a museum at the school. There were 

typewriters and a big scale – they were huge! There 

are lots of interesting things there. There is an old x 

ray machine and it is very different to what we have 

now. The wheel chair there is very weird; the seat is 

on an angle. A lady donated her old work uniform 

that she used to wear to work (it is beautiful). She 

worked at the Royal Melbourne Hospital. There 

was Merlin the Magician’s costume and some 

things that he used for his tricks. Along the wall of 

the museum there was an old desk. On the top there 

was an ink holder and a quill holder. The top of the 

desk you could lift up and you could put all of your 

books in there. There were photos spread all around 

the place. Some were of the Cobram-Barooga 

Bridge and the floods.  

On the outside of the old school there is a little 

shelter that has a brick roof and a removable fence. 

Inside is a pedal powered lathe, a cart that used to
