UNIFORM POLICY STATEMENT

PURPOSE: To make provision for a school uniform.

NATURE:
Executive Memorandum 247 gives School Councils the right to formulate uniform policies.

1 School uniform is neat, attractive and long wearing.
1 Provides a child a sense of belonging.
1 Helps in developing a school tradition.

1 Improves school tone and school pride.

GUIDELINES:
1. The wearing of School uniform is compulsory.

2. For health and safety reasons thongs and tanktops should not be worn.

3. In accordance with our “Sun Smart Policy” children will be required to wear “school issue” wide
brimmed hats in Terms 1 & 4. Hats are not compulsory in Terms 2 & 3 however if children
wish to wear hats during these terms they must be “school issue” wide brimmed hats.

4. Jewellery: In the interests of health and personal safety, as well as the safety of others, the
wearing of jewellery is confined to one hand piece/one neck piece/ one arm piece/ one set
EAR studs or sleepers. Fine silver or gold-toned jewellery only is permitted.

5. Students wearing jewellery that does not conform to the policy will be required to remove it.
The school takes no responsibility for jewellery that is lost or stolen.

6. Hair colour and make up: Hair colouring and make up are discouraged at school. In the event
that hair colouring is used, it should be of natural tones. Make up should not be worn to
school.

7. Children who are representing the School in sporting teams should wear the school uniform
appropriate to that sport as determined by the supervising teacher.

8. Polo shirts and skivvies are to be GOLD and varying shades, ie. yellow or lemon will be
unacceptable.

9. Recognised school uniform styles are expected and fashion items will be unacceptable.
Footwear items should be kept as plain as possible.

10. Uniform items are available for sale through the School from the Parents & Friends
Association.
